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The second day of the lesson allows you to take a virtual tour of Life in Shadows: Hidden Children and the Holocaust through the online exhibition at http://www.ushmm.org/museum/exhibit/online/hiddenchildren/index/. You will continue to work together in the same six groups that were formed yesterday. 

There are six main sections in the online exhibition. Your group will examine a particular portion of these sections and the class will view some of the video material together. One copy of this “Life in Shadows Exploration” sheet should be completed by your group and turned in to the teacher. Here is the outline of our exploration of Life in Shadows.

I. The class will first view together “Plight of Jewish Children,” the opening section of Life in Shadows at http://www.ushmm.org/museum/exhibit/online/hiddenchildren/plight_of_children/. This section provides a useful historical overview by means of a short video documentary. 

II. In order to gain some background knowledge that will help you in your exploration of Life in Shadows, your group will next look at the exhibition script at http://www.ushmm.org/museum/exhibit/online/hiddenchildren/insideX/. Each of the six groups is assigned to report back on one of the following questions:

1. How did Nazi racist ideology look upon Jewish children? (Group 1)

2. What were some of the choices and risks faced by hidden children? (Group 2)

3. What hardships were encountered? (Group 3)

4. How did the routine of daily life change for children in hiding? (Group 4)

5. What thoughts and emotions found expression through the artwork and diaries of hidden children? (Group 5)

6. Why were the quest for family and the search for relatives in the aftermath of the Holocaust often filled with trauma and disappointment? (Group 6)

This sorting and sifting activity is similar to the process engaged in by museum staff and historians in order to build exhibitions and to expose and uncover historical evidence. 

Group members will focus on one hidden child and will select one artifact or photograph that they believe best conveys a lasting memory of the child. You will explain in a written paragraph how this artifact or photograph helps you to better know and identify with the child. Group assignments are given below.

Your group will select an artifact (your choice this time) and respond to the following question: “Why do you think that the exhibition is called Life in Shadows and how is that theme reflected in the artifact or photograph selected by your group?”
